Lisbon: Cost of 

Living 

• Living in Lisbon is affordable. Students can spend an average of 

€750 / €900 per month. 

• Housing (per month): €350 to €500 

• Food (per month): €250 to €300 

• Meal in the university canteen: ~ €5  

• Meal at a restaurant: €10 to €15 

• Coffee (Espresso): €0.70 

• Transportation (monthly pass):  

~€30 (Lisbon only), ~€40 (Greater Lisbon Area)  

• (25% discount for students aged 23 or under) 

• Subway ticket: €1.50  

• Cinema: €6–8                        Museum: ~€10 

• Nightclubs: about €15 / € 20
